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6 While we were still helpless 
[powerless to provide for our salvation], 
at the right time Christ died [as a 
substitute] for the ungodly. 7 Now it is 
an extraordinary thing for one to 
willingly give his life even for an upright 
man, though perhaps for a good man 
[one who is noble and selfless and 
worthy] someone might even dare to 
die. 8 But God clearly shows and 
proves His own love for us, by the fact 
that while we were still sinners, Christ 
died for us. 
9 Therefore, since we have now been 
justified [declared free of the guilt of sin] 
by His blood, [how much more certain is 
it that] we will be saved from the 
[a]wrath of God through Him.

6 Christ died for us at a time when we 
were helpless and sinful. 7 No one is 
really willing to die for an honest person, 
though someone might be willing to die 
for a truly good person. 8 But God 
showed how much he loved us by 
having Christ die for us, even though we 
were sinful.

9 But there is more! Now that God has 
accepted us because Christ sacrificed 
his life’s blood, we will also be kept safe 
from God’s anger.

6 For while we were still weak, at the 
right time Christ died for the ungodly. 7 
For one will scarcely die for a righteous 
person—though perhaps for a good 
person one would dare even to die— 
8 but God shows his love for us in that 
while we were still sinners, Christ died 
for us. 9 Since, therefore, we have now 
been justified by his blood, much more 
shall we be saved by him from the wrath 
of God.

6 For when we were still helpless, Christ 
died for the wicked at the time that God 
chose. 7 It is a difficult thing for 
someone to die for a righteous person.
It may even be that someone might dare 
to die for a good person. 8 But God has 
shown us how much he loves us — it 
was while we were still sinners that 
Christ died for us! 9 By his blood we are 
now put right with God; how much 
more, then, will we be saved by him 
from God's anger!

6 For while we were still helpless, at the 
appointed moment, Christ died for the 
ungodly. 7 For rarely will someone die 
for a just person—though for a good 
person perhaps someone might even 
dare to die. 8 But God proves His own 
love for us in that while we were still 
sinners, Christ died for us! 9 How much 
more then, since we have now been 
declared righteous by his blood, will we 
be saved through him from wrath.

6 For when we were yet without 
strength, in due time Christ died for the 
ungodly.

7 For scarcely for a righteous man will 
one die: yet peradventure for a good 
man some would even dare to die.

8 But God commendeth his love toward 
us, in that, while we were yet sinners, 
Christ died for us.

9 Much more then, being now justified 
by his blood, we shall be saved from 
wrath through him.

6 Christ arrives right on time to make 
this happen. He didn’t, and doesn’t, wait 
for us to get ready. He presented himself 
for this sacrificial death when we were 
far too weak and rebellious to do 
anything to get ourselves ready. And 
even if we hadn’t been so weak, we 
wouldn’t have known what to do 
anyway. We can understand someone 
dying for a person worth dying for, and 
we can understand how someone good 
and noble could inspire us to selfless 
sacrifice. But God put his love on the 
line for us by offering his Son in 
sacrificial death while we were of no use 
whatever to him.

6 While we were yet weak, in due time
Christ died for the ungodly. 7 Rarely for
a righteous man will one die. Yet
perhaps for a good man some would
even dare to die. 8 But God
demonstrates His own love toward us, in
that while we were yet sinners, Christ
died for us.
9 How much more then, being now
justified by His blood, shall we be saved
from wrath through Him.

6 For Christ, while we were still helpless,
yet died at the appointed time for the
ungodly. 7 Indeed, only with difficulty
does one die for a just person, though
perhaps for a good person one might
even find courage to die.[a] 8 But God
proves his love for us in that while we
were still sinners Christ died for us.
9 How much more then, since we are
now justified by his blood, will we be
saved through him from the wrath.

6 For while we were still helpless, at the
right time Christ died for the ungodly.
7 For one will hardly die for a righteous
man; [a]though perhaps for the good
man someone would dare even to die.
8 But God demonstrates His own love
toward us, in that while we were yet
sinners, Christ died for us. 9 Much more
then, having now been justified [b] by 
His blood, we shall be saved from the 
wrath   of God through Him.
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6 When we were unable to help 
ourselves, at the right time, Christ died 
for us, although we were living against 
God. 7 Very few people will die to save 
the life of someone else. Although 
perhaps for a good person someone 
might possibly die. 8 But God shows his 
great love for us in this way: Christ died 
for us while we were still sinners.

9 So through Christ we will surely be
saved from God’s anger, because we
have been made right with God by the
blood of Christ’s death.

6 At just the right time Christ died for
ungodly people. He died for us when we
had no power of our own. 7 It is unusual
for anyone to die for a godly person.
Maybe someone would be willing to die
for a good person. 8 But here is how
God has shown his love for us. While we
were still sinners, Christ died for us. 

9 The blood of Christ has made us right
with God. So we are even more sure that
Jesus will save us from God’s anger.

6 You see, at just the right time, when 
we were still powerless, Christ died for 
the ungodly. 7 Very rarely will anyone die 
for a righteous person, though for a 
good person someone might possibly 
dare to die. 8 But God demonstrates his 
own love for us in this: While we were 
still sinners, Christ died for us. 9 Since 
we have now been justified by his blood,
how much more shall we be saved from
God’s wrath through him!

6 For when we were still without 
strength, in due time Christ died for the 
ungodly. 7 For scarcely for a righteous 
man will one die; yet perhaps for a good 
man someone would even dare to die. 
8 But God demonstrates His own love 
toward us, in that while we were still 
sinners, Christ died for us. 9 Much more 
then, having now been justified by His 
blood, we shall be saved from wrath 
through Him.

6 When we were utterly helpless, Christ
came at just the right time and died for
us sinners. 7 Now, most people would
not be willing to die for an upright
person, though someone might perhaps
be willing to die for a person who is
especially good. 8 But God showed his
great love for us by sending Christ to die
for us while we were still sinners. 9 And
since we have been made right in God’s
sight by the blood of Christ, he will
certainly save us from God’s
condemnation.

6 For while we were still weak, at the 
right time Christ died for the ungodly.
7 Indeed, rarely will anyone die for a
righteous person—though perhaps for a
good person someone might actually
dare to die. 8 But God proves his love
for us in that while we still were sinners
Christ died for us. 9 Much more surely
then, now that we have been justified by
his blood, will we be saved through him
from the wrath of God.[a]

6 For when the time was right, the
Anointed One came and died to
demonstrate his love for sinners who
were entirely helpless, weak, and
powerless to save themselves.
7 Now, who of us would dare to die for
the sake of wicked person? We can all
understand if someone was willing to
die for a truly noble person. 8 But Christ 
proved God's passionate love for us by 
dying in our place while we were still lost 
and ungodly! 9 And there is still much 
more to say of his unfailing love for us! 
For through the blood of Jesus we have 
heard the powerful declaration, “You are 
now righteous in my sight”. And 
because of the sacrifice of Jesus, you 
will never experience the wrath of God.
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
